ORANGE ROLLS

This recipe makes a great impression at a coffee
party or with an evening cup of “tea”.

Dissolve 1 yeast cake in ¥ cup of warm water for 10
minutes.

Add ¥ cup white sugar
1 tsp salt
2 eggs (beaten)
% cup sour cream
6 tbs melted butter or margarine

Beat 2%- 3cups flour. Beat until smooth, usually
takes less than 3 cups. Let rise.
