TEA BISCUITS

Mix 2% cups of flour

4 heaping tsp of baking powder
1 tsp salt

% cup sugar

4 heaping tbsp of shortening

Mix until well blended, fine like
cornmeal.

Spread on biscuit dough. Roll
up like jelly roll. Cut in 1 inch

pieces.

Beat 1 egg, add scant cup of
milk. Stir into flour mixture.

Depending on the size of the
egg, could be gooey— no sweat.
Turn out on a heavily floured
board. Knead a few times. Pat
outto 1inch or so thickness. Dip
cutter in flour. Cut out.

Yield 2 doz. Bake 400° until
golden 12— 15 minutes.

Can be used for shortbread,
pot pie, cinnamon rolls, tea
rings, pigs in a blanket, etc.

When | make cinnamon rolls,
| pat out dough % inch thick. |
melt %2 cup butter. Stir in enough
brown sugar to absorb butter (%
cup or so), 2 tsp. cinnamon.

You can bake on a cookie
sheet but | like to bake them
in muffin tins.

Strange Molasses Disaster Kills 21

Of all the strange and bizarre
disasters | have ever read
about, The Boston Molasses
Flood has to take first place. In
short, on January 15, 1919, at
12:40 pm. a giant tank holding
over 2 million gallons of molas-
ses ruptured, emptying its en-
tire contents into Commercial
Street in Boston, in the space
of a few seconds. The result
was nothing less then a flash
flood consisting of millions of
gallons of sweet, sticky, deadly
goo.

Reports of the molasses
wave said the wave was from
8 to 15 feet high and moved at
approximately 35 miles per
hour destroying everything in its
path. The Boston Evening
Globe published a description
based on eyewitness accounts
later that day:

Fragments of the great tank
were thrown into the air, build-
ings in the neighborhood began
to crumple up as though the un-
derpinnings had been pulled
away from under them, and
scores of people in the various

buildings were buried in the ru-
ins, some dead and others
badlyinjured.

The explosion came without
the slightest warning. The
workmen were at their noon-
time meal, some eating in the
building or just outside, and
many of the men in the Depart-
ment of Public Works Buildings
and stables, which are close by,
and where many were injured
badly, were away at lunch.

Twenty one persons were
killed outright and many ani-
mals, which were still used to
deliver goods, such as horses,
were caught in the wave and
ended up having to be de-
stroyed. This is one of the
strangest disasters in history.

Don Garnier was born in
North Sydney, Nova Scotia on
November 23 1924. When the
war began Don was just a
young man, and he decided to
enlist into the army, at the age
of eighteen. He wanted to travel
and experience the world, and
more importantly, he wanted to
go to battle to protect
his country. So on [H
March 14" of 1943 |
Don enlisted in North |
Sydney and began his g
basic training in New
Glasgow. Once his
training was com-
pleted, he was origi-
nally assigned to
Search Lights in
Vancouver, BC. Don simply
stated he joined to go overseas,
and if he was not sent he would
go back to Cape Breton. He
was part of the very next draft
to go overseas.

During his time overseas,
Don foughtin Italy, Holland and
Germany. He spent his tour of
duty at the front lines as a Bren
gunner. Don was in major
battles in Italy and Holland, in
Italy he took part in the Cassino
Ridge and Coriano Ridge
battles, he also spent time on
what would be later known as
Graveyard Hill, where Cana-
dian soldiers received the worst
shelling of the Italian campaign.

Don says his worst experi-
ence in the Military happened
during the Italian campaign.
Don made some great friends
while enlisted, one in particular,
his number two on his Bren gun
would tell Don about his home
and how he will forever miss the
apple tree he would spend his
days sitting under. Don was

quick to tell him; “someday we
will both sit under that tree when
we return home”. Don lost this
dear friend on a day when the
Canadian Forces were pushing
the Germans back. His number
two saw that Don was tiring
from marching forward carrying
the Bren, so he took
over to let him rest.
. Moments later he
was caught by a snip-
ers bullet.

Don was one of
thirteen children,
when asked if he
missed anything
about home while he
was overseas, he re-
sponded, “If you did
not miss twelve brothers and
sisters, it would mean you have
no heart.” Upon returning home
he missed the many new
friends he had met, knowing
that he would never see them
again. When asked of his
proudest moment during his
service, Don quickly ignores
any personal highlights of his
career, and remains proud that
he was part of something much
bigger. He was one of many
men, who stepped up to put an
end to areign of terror on earth.
By the end of the war, Don and
many other Cape Breton High-
landers had made it to Holland.
They were in Delfzijl when news
was received that the Germans
had been defeated.

Upon his return to Canada,
Don left the Military on March
15" 1946. He then resumed his
job at the Sydney steel plant,
where he stayed until he began
his pension. He currently re-
sides at Taigh Na Mara in Glace
Bay, Nova Scotia. As a proud
