Christmas in Ireland lasts from Christmas Eve to the feast of
the Epiphany on January 6, which is referred to as Little Christ-
mas. Ireland’s Christmas is more religious than a time of fun.
Lighted candles are placed in windows on Christmas Eve, as a
guide that Joseph and Mary might be looking for shelter. The
candles are usually red in color, and decorated with sprigs of
holly.
Irish women bake a seed cake for each person in the house.
They also make three puddings, one for each day of the
Epiphany such as Christmas, New Year’s Day and the Twelfth
Night.  After the Christmas evening meal, bread and milk are
left out and the door unlatched as a symbol of hospitality.
   St Stephen’s Day, the day after Christmas, is almost as im-
portant, with football matches and meetings going on. For chil-
dren, the Wren Boys Procession is their big event.
   Boys go from door to door with a fake wren on a stick, sing-
ing, with violins, accordions, harmonicas and horns to accom-
pany them. The reason for the ceremony is to ask for money
‘for the starving wren’, that is, for their own pockets.

   The tradition of burning a
Yule log actually has its roots
in ancient Scandinavia. Sup-
posedly the Yule log was a
source of good luck and its
remnants were saved to in-
spire good fortune throughout
the year. It was such a widely
held belief that people even
threw the ashes in wells to
make the water safer to drink.

 Christmas brings out the best in us and is the one time in
the year that I truly feel people really do try to remember
the good times associated with their favorite Christmases.

   Many of the younger people who read this will not recog-
nize the special memories we attach to growing up in Cape
Breton. Some of the special events  included our annual
Christmas school concerts and plays,

Christmas Carols being played on CJCB radio, the weekly
letters to Santa in the Cape Breton Post, The Hanging of
the Greens in various locales, the many Santa Claus pa-
rades and decorating for Christmas while watching the
Christmas Daddies Telethon.

   But there is one very special memory I’d like to share
with you that, at least for me, embodies what I would call
“the Spirit of Christmas.”  There were nine children in our
family growing up and living in a company house on a
miner’s pay. I sensed somehow that Christmas would not
be special that year as my dad had some rock fall on his
leg in the mine and was off work.

Compensation paid a minimum amount and with nine kids,
presents would be few and far between.

   I remember my mother trying to cushion the shock a little
by explaining that dad was off work and Christmas might
not be as good as last year. I could not understand what
that had to do with Santa Claus. Why did dad not working
affect Santa’s toys and
presents?  A neighbour
gave us a turkey and we
decorated the house
with lights and put up our
tree.

   The Salvation Army
used to travel around the
various neighbourhoods
playing wonderful Christmas music and we would dress
up and go outside and listen. My mother made tea for the
group and had cookies and cake ready. I remember one of
the members came up to my mother and was talking to
her as the band played.

   On Christmas morning, we all got up and presents were
under the tree just like last year. “See Mom”, I told my
mother, “Santa Claus didn’t forget us!”  It was not till many
years later that I discovered that Santa Claus that year
was really the Salvation Army.  From that day forward, I
make it a special point to contribute to their Christmas
Campaign and I always try to find some needy family in
our neighbourhood to help make Christmas special. I’m
passing on the “Spirit of Christmas” that the Salvation Army
brought to nine youngsters at Christmas along with their
traditional Christmas music and goodwill to men.

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Christmas Traditions In Other Lands
   CHRISTMAS IN FRANCE - On Christmas Eve, children leave
their shoes by the fireplace to be filled with gifts from Pere Noel.
In the morning they also find that sweets, fruit, nuts and small
toys have been hung on the tree.
In cathedral squares, the story of Christ’s birth is re-enacted by
both players and puppets.
   Nearly every French home at Christmastime displays a Nativ-
ity scene or crèche, which serves as the focus for the Christ-
mas celebration. The crèche is often peopled with little clay fig-
ures called santons or “little saints.” In addition to the usual
Holy Family, shepherds, and Magi, the craftsmen also produce
figures in the form of local dignitaries and characters. The crafts-
manship involved in creating the gaily colored santons is quite
astounding and the molds have been passed from generation
to generation since the seventeenth century. Throughout De-
cember the figures are sold at annual Christmas fairs in Marseille
and Aix.
   The Christmas tree has never been particularly popular in
France, and though the use of the Yule log has faded, the French
make a traditional Yule log-shaped cake called the buche de
Nol, which means “Christmas Log.” The cake, among other
food in great abundance is served at the grand feast of the sea-
son, which is called le reveillon. Le reveillon is a very late sup-
per held after midnight mass on Christmas Eve. The menu for
the meal varies according to regional culinary tradition. In Alsace,
goose is the main course, in Burgundy it is turkey with chest-
nuts, and the Parisians feast upon oysters and pat de foie gras.
Le Revellion may consist of poultry, ham, salads, cake, fruit and
wine.
   In Southern France, a log is burned in people’s homes from
Christmas Eve until New Years Day. A long time ago, part of the
log was used to make the wedge for the plough as good luck for
the coming harvest. The traditional Christmas is a chocolate
log. In France families once had a Three Kings Cake with a
bean hidden in it. Whoever found the bean in their slice was
made King, or Queen, for the day.
   In France the children go out to look for the Kings, taking gifts
of hay for the camels.

   Another name for this day is Twelfth Day. It is the last of the
Twelve Days of Christmas, which used to be one long holiday. It
was the last night of the Feast of Fools before the Lord of Mis-
rule had to give up his crown and become themselves once
again.
   In France it is a time for the whole family to come together at
Christmas time to holiday and worship. On the eve of Christmas
beautifully lit churches and cathedrals, ring out Christmas car-
ols with the church bells.

   Once dinner is over and the family has retired to bed, they
leave a fire burning and food and drink on the table in case the
Virgin Mary calls in. Children leave their shoes or wooden clogs
called sabots in the hearth for the Christ Child or Pere Noel to
fill. In the north of France, children are given gifts on December
6, which is St. Nicholas’ Day, instead of Christmas Day. The
adults give each others presents on New Year’s Day.

   French children set out their shoes in hopes that le petit Jesus
will fill them during the night with small gifts.

Christmas in Egypt
   The Coptic Church is an
Orthodox Church and in the
Coptic Church Christmas is
celebrated on the 7th of
January. Advent is observed
for forty days and during this
period people are expected
to fast eating no meat, poul-
try or dairy products. Some
people only do this during the
last week of Advent.

   On the Eve of Christmas ev-
eryone goes to church wear-
ing a completely new outfit.
The Christmas service ends at
midnight with the ringing of
church bells, then people go
home to eat a special Christ-
mas meal known as fata,
which consists of bread, rice,
garlic and boiled meat.
  On Christmas morning
people in Egypt visit friends
and neighbors. They take with
them kaik which is a type of
shortbread, which they take
with them to give to the people
they visit and eaten with a drink
known as shortbat. Christmas
Day is a public holiday for
Christians.

1 bag (8 oz) Hershey’s Kisses
1 egg
1/2 cup shortening
2 tablespoons milk
3/4 cup peanut butter
1 teaspoon vanilla
1/3 cup granulated sugar
1 1/2 cups all-purpose flour
1 teaspoon baking soda
1/3 cup packed light brown sugar
1/2 teaspoon salt
additional granulated sugar (red and green is pretty)

   Heat oven to 375F. Remove candy wrappers.
In large bowl, beat shortening and peanut butter until well
blended. Add the 1/3 cup of granulated sugar and all of the
brown sugar; beat until light and fluffy. Add egg, milk and va-
nilla; beat well. Stir together flour, baking soda and salt; gradu-
ally add to peanut butter mixture.
   Shape dough into 1-inch balls. Roll in the additional granu-
lated sugar; place on ungreased cookie sheet. Bake 8-10 min-
utes or until lightly browned. Immediately place kiss on top of
each cookie, pressing down so cookie cracks around edges.
Remove from cookie sheet to wire rack. Cool completely.

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Little Toy Trains
    My grandmother was the youngest of 12 children born
to a Cape Breton steelworker who worked at the Sydney
Steel Plant. It was hard work and there was never enough
money to go around. All the kids helped as best they
could and Christmas was a difficult time as money for
gifts was not too plentiful.
   The boys would sell Christmas trees and help deco-
rate houses and the girls would sew, knit and bake to
make extra money. Nobody seemed to mind and there
was always singing and laughing in their household.
   Over the years, the boys and girls
slowly slipped away to Ontario, Boston
and Alberta as they married or moved to
find continuous work. My great grandfa-
ther and grandmother passed away
within two months of each other.
   Nellie, my grandmother, was the last
remaining child living in Cape Breton. The
family was scattered wide and in Novem-
ber she got a letter from her sister Rose
in Ontario inviting her to spend Christmas and join in a
mini family reunion. She was on pension at this time and
did not have enough extra money as she was helping to
cover the household costs for our family.
    I was twelve at the time but even then I could tell she
really wanted to go. But she did not say a word. I had
been saving my paper route money and other money I
had earned doing odd jobs and cutting lawns. My dream
was to buy a Lionel train set with all the extras like a
tunnel, a farm and two bridges. The cost for this was
$85. The train was set up in the Eaton’s store in Sydney
and I would spend almost all day Saturday just watching
the train go round and round.
   I was fascinated with it and dreamed of nothing else.
But as December drew near, I started to think of my
grandmother and how she missed her family at Christ-
mas. I was listening to a Sunday sermon when an idea
popped in my head. If I could raise a little more money, I
could buy a train ticket to Hamilton for my grandmother
for Christmas.
 The cost of the return trip was $138.00. I already had
about $75.00 saved. I then went “on a tear” asking ev-
erybody in our neighbourhood for extra work. I also asked
my uncle to drive me out to the country where I cut down
20 Christmas trees and sold them all in the
neighbourhood.
   By December 20th, I had all the money and I remem-
ber going down to the train station and buying the ticket.
That night, after supper, I said I had a surprise. Every-
one came into the dining room and I handed my grand-
mother a small package I had wrapped in tissue paper.
“It’s your Christmas gift but you  have to open it now!” I
was so excited! She carefully opened the paper, because
she would always reuse the wrap again.
   She opened the card and saw the ticket. At first she

didn’t understand but then my mother explained that it
was a train ticket to Hamilton. My grandmother looked at
me and started crying. My mother stated crying. My fa-
ther looked away. For a brief moment, I thought I had
done something wrong. Then all at once I was being
squeezed by my mother and grandmother.  They were
crying but now I knew it was “happy crying.”
    My grandmother told me I was a very special boy and
God would reward me for this. My mother knew I was
saving to get the train set but I could wait until next year.
Grandma left on the 23rd for Hamilton and Christmas
morning I got up and went to see what presents I had for

Christmas.
   There on the floor surrounding the entire
Christmas tree was the train set and the
farm scene and the two bridges. I stopped
in my tracks. I couldn’t believe it.
I could barely breathe. I tried not to cry but
the tears wouldn’t stop. When I finally found
my voice, I asked my mother how this came
about. She just told me to ask Grandma
when she came back from her trip.

   I did ask her when she came into the house from the
train station. She still had her jacket on and I was asking
her about the train set non stop. She just smiled and
said, “It was God’s will.” That was all she ever said to
me.
   My grandmother passed on ten years later and I asked
my mother that Christmas if she knew the story. She said
Grandma wouldn’t say anything. The train set was deliv-
ered to the house and she and dad had stayed up and
set it up as a surprise for me.
    It was not until about 10 years after her death that I
learned the rest of the story from a  neighbour who told
me she knew one of the workers from the Eaton’s store.
   Apparently my Grandmother, knowing of my love for
the train set, went into the Eaton’s store and asked to
see the manager. She told him the story about me buy-
ing the ticket for her and how wonderful it was to give up
the train set.
   She asked him if there was any way she could buy the
set “on time”. The manager said that he often would see
me in the store watching the trains and he said he would
make a special arrangement and she could pay a little of
her pension cheque each month and he would have the
set delivered. It took her three years to pay off the set
and she never missed a payment. I marvelled at the story
and the resourcefulness of my grandmother.
   I passed the set onto my children but the farm scene is
missing some animals, the transformer doesn’t work any-
more and one for the bridges is broke beyond repair.
 But each Christmas I bring out the set and put it around
the Christmas tree and relive that long ago Christmas
that will forever be etched in my memory of a loving and
wonderful grandmother and the gift of love.
