Getting your blood pressure in check

   High blood pressure is the number one risk factor for
stroke and a major risk factor for heart disease. It’s im-
portant to keep your blood pressure in a healthy range. If
you think you may be at risk or you have already been
diagnosed with high blood pressure, here is some step-
by-step information on how to manage it successfully. 

What is high blood pressure?

   Blood pressure is a measure of the pressure or force of
blood against the walls of your blood vessels (known as
arteries). The top number represents the pressure when
your heart contracts and pushes blood out (systolic) and
the bottom number is the lowest pressure when the heart
relaxes between beats (diastolic).

   Blood pressure that is consistently more than 140/90
mm Hg when measured in the doctor’s office or 135/85
mmHg when measured at home is considered high. If
you have diabetes, 130/80 mm Hg is high.

   Normal blood pressure is between 120/80 mm Hg and
129/84 mm Hg.

   If your blood pressure is between 130/85 mm Hg and
139/89 mm Hg, you have “high-normal” blood pressure,
which is more likely to develop into high blood pressure.

CHIMES OF FREEDOM
(Fontana)
   I don’t like Bob Dylan sing-
ing. However, I know he’s an
incredible songwriter and a liv-
ing legend, so this collection
(“Chimes of Freedom-The
Songs of Bob Dylan”) is per-
fect for someone like me-ac-
tually, there’s literally some-
thing for everyone here.
   The 4 CD set includes over
70 Bob Dylan songs, re-inter-
preted by a stellar
list of entertainers,
with some incred-
ible moments cap-
tured on disc; Steve
Earle’s “One More
Cup of Coffee”,
Mark Knopfler ’s
“Restless Farewell”,
Natasha Bedingfield’s take on
“Ring Them Bells”, Eric
Burden’s wailing on “Gotta
Serve Somebody”, Adele’s
spin on “Make You Feel My
Love” and “The Times They
Are A Changin” by Flogging
Molly stand out as such mo-
ments.
  Some unexpected surprises
happen as well: actress Evan
Rachel Wood delivers an ab-
solutely sultry version of “I’d
Have You Anytime” and Ziggy
Marley channels his dad on
“Blowin in the Wind”, but the
biggest surprise is this: never
in a million years would I have
believed that the guy
(RedOne) responsible for co-
writing and producing some of
the biggest hits by Lady Gaga,
Pitbull and J.Lo could give us
such a touching rendition of
the famous “Knocking on
Heaven’s Door”-dare I say it’s
as good as the Guns N Roses
version? Yes, it is. The lead
vocals are handled by
RedOne’s own brother Nabil
Khayat. As I listened more

and more to this song it
made me realize just how
powerful a songsmith Rob-
ert Zimmerman (Bob
Dylan’s real name) really is.
This is definitely the best
song in the collection.
   The only slight disappoint-
ment is on “One too Many
Mornings” with Johnnie
Cash and The Avett Broth-
ers. Obviously this mix was
done posthumously, and the
song is good; Johnny Cash’s
parts are excellent and the

Avett Brothers
sound great too,
but when they
are combined
on the choruses,
the song sounds
m i s m a t c h e d
and off a little bit.
That’s a shame.

   It’s a nice touch though
including 2 of Bob’s folk
music peers in the collec-
tion: Pete Seeger does “For-
ever Young”, and Kris
Kristofferson sings “Quinn
the Eskimo”. Pete is now 92,
and Kris will be 76 this year-
both performances show us
that some things do indeed
improve with age.
   Other artists include Dave
Matthews, Elvis Costello,
Kesha, Dierks Bentley, Miley
Cyrus, Bad Religion, Jack-
son Browne, Joe Perry,
Lenny Kravitz, Maroon 5,
Pete Townsend and Sting to
name just a few of the many,
many artists included here.
   So there you have it, a col-
lection covering pop, coun-
try, bluegrass, blues, jazz,
celtic punk and more. Plus,
all the proceeds from sales
of this collection go to Am-
nesty International, in
honour of their 50th anniver-
sary. Music with a con-
science never sounded
better.

CARING FOR AN AGING PARENT?
Are you a caregiver?: Age, income and living situation are
the deciding factors for determining a caregiver for tax pur-
poses. If your parent or parents are 65 or over, have less
than $18,906 in income and are living with you, you can claim
the caregiver amount. You can also claim parents under the
age of 65 if they are dependent on you due to an infirmity.

Support from afar: Even if you are providing support to your
parent or parents, they have to live with you in order to claim
the caregiver credit. Sending money to support them does
not qualify.

Caregiver amount: The caregiver amount was meant to en-
courage Canadians to help care for their parents or relatives
at home. The federal caregiver amount is $4,282 for each
dependant which results in $640 in tax savings. There are
also provincial caregiver amounts that will add to your sav-
ings.

Disability Tax Credit: If your parent qualifies for the Disabil-
ity Tax Credit but does not have sufficient taxable income to
take advantage of it, they may be able to transfer the unused
amount to you. They must depend on you for all or some of
the basic necessities of life for the transfer to be allowed.

File their tax returns: Your parent or parents should still file
their tax returns to take advantage of tax credits and deduc-
tions. Also, if they qualify for the Guaranteed Income Supple-
ment (GIS), they need to file in order to keep receiving it.

Nursing home expenses: If you pay for your parents’ nurs-
ing home fees, you may be able to claim them as a medical
expense. However, because you cannot claim both nursing
home fees and the disability tax credit, it may be more ben-
eficial to restrict your claim to the attendant care portion of
the fees to the extent that they do not exceed $10,000.
